NCMS is proud to announce that we are now affiliated with the National Junior Honor Society.  Our school has started a chapter that will begin this year for all eligible 8th grade students.
Selection Process for the National Junior Honor Society:

The National Junior Honor Society chapter of North Cumberland Middle School is a duly chartered and affiliated chapter of this prestigious national organization. Membership is open to those students who meet the required standards in four areas of evaluation: scholarship, leadership, service, and character.  Students are selected for membership by a Faculty Council, which bestows this honor upon qualified students on behalf of the faculty of our school.
Students in 8th grade are eligible for membership.   For the scholarship criterion, a student must have a cumulative average of a 92 in the four core classes for the entire 7th grade school year and a cumulative average of a 92 for the first quarter of 8th grade.  Those students who meet this criterion are invited to complete a Candidate Form that provides the Faculty Council with information regarding the candidate’s leadership and service.   

A candidate’s eligibility will be determined when the council reviews the student’s school behavior records, leadership, and service activities in which he/she has participated.  Candidates are notified regarding selection by letter. 
Following notification, a formal induction ceremony will be held at the school to recognize all the newly selected members.  Once inducted, new members are required to maintain the same level of performance (or better) in all five criteria (scholarship: cumulative 92 averages in the four core subjects, leadership, service, and behavior expectations) that led to their selection.
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
