Dear Parents,

We have been advised by David Abbott, Deputy Commissioner, Rhode Island Department of Education, that all elementary and middle schools must designate tables in the cafeteria as both “peanut/tree nut-free” and “peanut/tree nut” tables.  This means that if your child brings any peanut or tree nut products to school for lunch, he or she must sit at one of the peanut/tree nut designated tables.  It does not mean that your child with a peanut/tree nut allergy is required to sit at a nut-free table.  Students will be made aware of the designated seating on the first day of school and the information will be reinforced regularly during the school year.
Due to the recent legislation there will be signs posted at all entrances to the school and in the cafeteria stating that there are children with nut allergies in the school and peanut/tree nut products will not be sold in the school.
In the interest of good hygiene and in order to decrease the possibility of transferring peanut/nut oils to other students, you are encouraged to remind your child/children to wash their hands after eating lunch at school; as you would at home.  There are sinks available to all students in the cafeteria.
These modifications have been in place for several years in order to ensure the safety and comfort of all our students.  Please do not hesitate to contact the school if you have any questions or concerns.
